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These days the media is full (1) ... stories of celebrities’ private lives: their
relationships, problems with weight and so on. In fact, (2) ... public seems to
have (3) ... never-ending appetite for this type of gossip. It could be argued that
celebrities invite publicity, for instance (4) ... giving interviews or welcoming the media
into their homes. However, there are several reasons why celebrities deserve a certain
level of privacy. Firstly, while some people actively seek (5) ... fame, others do not.
Secondly, reporters are more interested in selling a sensational story than in
investigating something (6) ... genuine importance. Lastly, the unwelcome attentions of
reporters and photographers can put celebrities under great stress. Just think of Michael
Jackson or Princess Diana. (7) ... balance, I believe that celebrities have the right (8) ...
the same kind of privacy as anyone else.
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
