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Chameleons, a (1) ... of tree-living lizard, are found in Africa, Madagascar, Asia,
Arabia and Southern Europe. They are unusual in their appearance with their bulging
eyes, which move (2) ..., and their long curled tail, which can be twisted around
branches to increase their grip. The chameleon's eyesight is exceptional for a reptile; its
360-degree vision makes it highly (3) ... at hunting prey and spotting predators (xumu-
nuk).
