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1. School student Carla Ruiz lives in a hot country and has become very aware of
the need to save water. 'Spring and autumn used to be quite wet, but these days it hardly
rains at all,' she says. Nearly all the rivers have dried up, destroying all the wildlife in
and around them, and no matter what we do they'll never be the same again. At least,
though, we can use water more sensibly. That's why at home I recently decided to do
simple things like making sure there are no dripping taps, or taps left on while I'm
brushing my teeth or washing food. Within a few days I was regularly doing these
things without even thinking, I know they made a difference because the water bills
went down quite a bit. My parents noticed that so they started doing the same.'

2. Trainee manager, Vincent Owen, is doing his bit to save the planet by using less
electricity around the home. 'l was talking to this guy at work and he told me that we
waste a huge amount of energy every year by leaving things like the TV, DVD and
computer on standby all the time, so nowadays I try to remember — not always
successfullyto switch them off at night. Incidentally, I've now got solar panels on the
roof so that all the hot water is powered by the sun. That was a big investment, and it
ended up well over budget, but I'm sure it'll pay for itself in the end.'

We travelled to
Patras on the west coast, taking the ferry across to Bari in southern Italy. From there we
took the overnight train to Paris, and a few days later we went on the Eurostar to
London. We saw far more of the countryside than we would have done by plane.'
