Four hours of classes in the morning, back home for
lunch, then afternoons free for sightseeing.

§ 5. As the week wears on, a strange thing starts to happen: the dinner-table chatter, which at first
was so much ‘white noise’, starts to have some meaning and, wonderfully,! can follow the thread of the
conversation. What’s more, I’ve started to dream in Spanish!
