§1. Since I took up my role of Head at Franley Junior School I have been keen to edqcate our children on
the importance of developing healthy habits. I started by working with our restaurant manager to come up
with tasty new menus that contain lots of healthy ingredients. We change the menu Monday to Friday to
encourage the children to try different things and keep unhealthy fried food to a minimum. The children have
enjoyed the meals and eat a wide range of fruit and vegetables.

§2. We’ve also rented an area of land near the school for a vegetable garden and made gardening a part
of the school curriculum. Children now prepare the ground for planting, plant the seeds and watch as these
turn into healthy fruit and vegetable plants.
