It was back in 1995, when my husband Eric was working as a rubbish collector for the local town
council, that I first got the idea of recycling clothes.

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§ 1. Imagine an entire town made up of spectacular buildings of multi-coloured ice. A town devoted to
pleasure where you can ride in a horse-drawn carriage, go down ice slides (горки) and watch swimming
events by an icy river. It sounds like a setting for a work of children's fiction, but this magical scene appears
every January on an island just outside the Chinese city of Harbin.

§ 2. Winter in Harbin would be very boring indeed without its annual month-long Ice and Snow Sculpture
Festival.
