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Wayback in 1828, the world's first modern police force was created by Sir Robert Peel. The Metropolitan Police Force of London made
its home at the famous Scotland Yard and quickly became the model for police forces around the world. But it would be another decade
before the Detective Branch of Scotland Yard was set up. This branch later became the Criminal Investigation Department (commonly known
as C.I.D) and to this day remains the main police department in Britain responsible for major crime investigation.

Becoming a plain clothes detective in the C.I.D is no easy task. Firstly, a police officer needs to have served for at least two years as a
uniformed officer.
