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§ 1. At the beginning of the 20th century mothering was thought to be an uncomplicated business.
Working-class mothers knew their job: to feed, clothe, house their children and teach them to behave. The
middle and upper classes paid some attention to childrearing fashions, but the task of motherhood was
largely delegated to a nanny or a nursemaid or both. Mothers convinced themselves that nanny would do a
better job as she would be less emotionally involved. "Nanny was my life. She was my authority,' explained
Mary Lutyens. "Mother was a goddess. It was unthinkable that a goddess should bath me.'

§ 2. Mary was brought up by her much loved nanny, Louisa Seath. The children's world revolved around
the nursery, tucked away on the top floor far from their parents.
