1. Primary-school teacher Anisha Kapoor went to the Green Magic Nature Resort in Kerala, south-west
India. "It wasn't my first experience of tree-house living," she says, but it was certainly the best. The houses
are entirely built and maintained by workers from the area, using traditional techniques and local materials.
