This safari in the Masai Mara Game Reserve offers comfortable accommodation in
tents which are fully equipped with beds, sheets, blankets and mosquito nets.

Optional activities include guided nature
walks and a visit to Lake Bogoria, which is generally covered with huge flocks of
flamingos. However, there are other attractions at the lake, such as the magnificent
hotsprings.

2. Family Safari
