§ 1. The Slimden Music Festival is one of the longest-running musical festivals in the UK. Founded
in 1978, Slimden is a week-long festival for young musicians under the age of sixteen.

Fortunately, the organisers realise this and they make sure that there are plenty of chances to have some
fun. There are daily trips to places of interest and there’s a disco every night.
