§ 5. Many of the children at Slimden are looking forward to playing side-by-side with some of the most
famous classical musicians and directors in the country. «This is my second festival and I want to be spotted
by one of the musical directors», says Luigi, «I learnt a lot the last time I came and I’ve spent the last year
developing those skills. I hope someone notices me and that I get offered a place in the national orchestray.

§ 6. Over the week, the children take part in various workshops and work on learning new pieces of
music. They’ve also benefited from personal feedback from the professionals and had a laugh with their new
friends. Everyone’s had an incredible time.
