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Forget long-distance flights and take the boat if you want to arrive in Australia full
of energy. You might even enjoy the holiday of a lifetime on the way, says Jan
Etherington.

§ 1. My son, Tom, made the announcement on New Year’s Eve. ‘Fran and I are getting
married...” Hurrah! ‘...in Australia.” Now, I’ve always wanted to go to Australia but like
most people, I’'m put off by the flight and the thought of arriving pale, exhausted and
needing a week to recover. Even with a stopover, you face two long-distance flights.
But it doesn’t have to be like that. I found a way to arrive suntanned, refreshed, and
ready for action. I went by boat, on the Saga Rose world cruise.

§ 2. If I’d had the time and money, I could have gone all the way round the world, but
the great thing about this cruise is that you can embark (cagutbcs Ha kopabnb) and
disembark wherever you wish. If you want to get to Australia or New Zealand, take a
shorter flight somewhere, join the world cruise and arrive in civilised style. I picked it
up in Valparaiso (the port for Santiago, Chile) and sailed on from there to Sydney.
