It is the
name given to the Hindi language film industry based in Mumbai, India. Contrary to popular belief, it far outperforms Hollywood. Last year
alone, over 1000 films were produced and 4 billion cinema tickets were sold, showing that Indian cinema is far more powerful than people
think.

§ 2. Many likely Bollywood fans are often concerned that they will not be able to understand the language used in the films. But there is
no need to worry. Although the scripts have historically been written in Hindi, more and more films use the English language, showing India's
respect for the languages that make up its culture.
